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How to fill in the Score Book

Use this scorebook to keep accurate game statistics while the game is being
played.

PRIOR TO THE GAME your scorekeeper should become familiar with the
scorebook layout. We recommend that a spotter assist the scorekeeper for
ease and accuracy. Fill in the team names, coaches and team records in the
top lefthand corner. Home and visiting teams should be indicated by an H and
V in the box left of the team names. Enter you team roster on the lefthand
page and your opponent on the right.

PLAYER STATISTICS are recorded to the right of their names as they occur.
Keep track of each player’s playing time by crossing out each quarter marker
as the player enters the field. Shots, goals, assists and ground balls are
credited to the individual player by using slash marks in groups of five in the
appropriate boxes. Goalie saves are recorded at the bottom of the page and in
accordance to lacrosse rules.

TEAM STATISTICS are recorded and totaled at the end of each quarter in the
statistics category boxes to the right of the page.

GOALS SCORED are recorded in the running score bar at the top of the page.
In the four part boxes, the upper left section shows the time of the goal.
Record the number of the goal scorer and the player assisting the goal in the
lower two boxes. For unassisted goals, fill in the assist box with a dash or a
“u” for unassisted. In the small box at the top you can record the type of goal
scored using the following system or your own:

e DO . WO 7z WO 22z WO £

Suggested abbreviations for goal types:

B Broken clear goal F Fast break goal

O Outside shot
X Extra man goal

C Cutter scoring after receiving pass
D Dodger scoring goal

On the running score bar, mark a thick, dark line at the END OF EACH
QUARTER to show timekeeping separation. At the end of the running score
bar, mark the total number of goals in the corresponding box.

The following applies to scoring the PENALTIES/FOULS section. In the
personal or technical foul “P/T” column: record the penalty time assessed to
the player (i.e. 1m or 30s). In the second column “#”, enter the jersey number
of the player who made the infraction. In the third column “INFRACTION”,
record the nature of the penalty relayed by the official. In the fourth column
“QTR”, mark the quarter in which the infraction occurred. In the final column
“TIME”, record the time at which the infraction occurred.

In the TIMEOUTS section, record the time taken and period in which it
occurred.

FOLLOWING THE GAME, record the team statistics for ground balls, shots,
face offs, extra man, etc. in the STATISTICS section. Record the player name,
number, and individual statistics for goals, assists, and points in the
INDIVIDUAL SCORING section. Cross-reference the team and individual totals
to ensure accuracy.

Located in the back of the book is a INDIVIDUAL SEASON STATISTICS page.
You may record several individual cumulative statistics on this page by
assigning categories of your choosing to each column.
